Competition Fees

I would like to take this opportunity to remind parents about the Competition Payment Policy.

The Competitions we send the girls to are broken into approximately 4 seasons and the payment for each season required in one
block. This is done to reduce the Administration time spent on events, and therefore keep the costs down. When a Club wants to
nominate to compete in an Event, we must send through the Entry Form exactly 5 weeks prior to the Event date. The Delta Pol-
icy states that in order for a gymnast to enter a competition, the following must occur:

i The Gymnasts Membership Fees are current (i.e. No outstanding amount)
i The Gymnast has paid the Entry Fee by the Delta Due Date

Unfortunately, if a gymnast has not met the above requirements, they will not be nominated. If you wish for your daughter to
be entered after the cut-off date, Gymnastics QLD must first approve the late entry and then a $250 Late Entry Fee must be

paid.
To enable your daughter to compete at each event, please make payment by the due date on the Delta Entry Form. Thank you.
